KJV) "Then spake Elisha unto the woman, whose son
he had restored to life, saying, Arise, and go thou and
thine household, and sojourn wheresoever thou canst
sojourn: for the LORD hath called for afamine; and it
shall also come upon the land seven years. {2} And
the woman arose, and did after the saying of the man
of God: and she went with her household, and
sojourned in the land of the Philistines seven years.
{3} And it came to pass at the seven years end, that
the woman returned out of the land of the Philistines:
and she went forth to cry unto the king for her house
and for her land. {4} And the king talked with Gehazi
the servant of the man of God, saying, Tell me, | pray

8 And David said unto
Ahimelech, And is there not here under thine hand
spear or sword?for | have neither brought my sword
nor my weapons with me, because the king's
business required haste. 9 And the priest said, The
sword of Goliath the Philistine, whom thou slewest
in the valley of Elah, behold, it [is here] wrapped in
acloth behind the ephod: if thou wilt take that, take

4. What child was engaged in religious discussion

Answer: Jesus (Note from the quizzer: Mary and
Joseph are both called parents in the text, though
technically Joseph was not Jesus father. Parenthood
isnot only afunction of biological reproduction, but
also of training and nurturing, and | think this
passage demonstrates that idea. When he went with
them, back to Nazareth, he was "subject unto
them.")

Luke 2:41-49 - Now his [Jesus' ]parents went to
Jerusalem every year at the feast of the passover. 42

And when he was twelve years old, they went up to
Jerusalem after the custom of the feast. 43 And when
they had fulfilled the days, as they returned, the child
Jesus tarried behind in Jerusalem; and Joseph and his
mother knew not of it. 44 But they, supposing him to
have been in the company, went a day's journey; and
they sought him among their Kkinsfolk and
acquaintance. 45 And when they found him not, they
turned back again to Jerusalem, seeking him. 46 And
it cameto pass, that after three days they found himin
the temple, sitting in the midst of the doctors, both
hearing them, and asking them questions. 47 And all
that heard him were astonished at his understanding
and answers.

Answer: King Saul of Israel. This was an evident
attempt to ridicule the nation of Israel by so treating
the king's body, and the valiant men of Jabesh-Gilead
tried to right the wrong.

1 Sam 31:5-13 - And when his armourbearer saw that
Saul was dead, he fell likewise upon his sword, and
died with him. 6 So Saul died, and his three sons, and
his armourbearer, and all his men, that same day
together 7 And when the men of Israel that were on
the other side of the valley, and they that were on the
other side Jordan, saw that the men of Israel fled, and
that Saul and his sons were dead, they forsook the
cities, and fled; and the Philistines came and dwelt in
them. 8 And it came to pass on the morrow, when the
Philistines cameto strip the dain, that they found Saul
and histhree sonsfallen in mount Gilboa. 9 And they
cut off his head, and stripped off hisarmour, and sent

into the land of the Philistines round about, to
publishit in the house of their idols, and among the
people.

Answer: There seems to be a difference made
between wool and linen, becausethey werenot to
wear anything that would cause them to sweat.
Ezek 44:17-18 And it shall come to pass, that when
they enter in at the gates of the inner court, they
shall be clothed with linen garments; and no wool
shall come upon them, whiles they minister in the
gates of the inner court, and within. 18 They shall
have linen bonnets upon their heads, and shall have
linen breeches upon their loins; they shall not gird
themselves with any thing that causeth sweat.
